Objectives:

1. Develop informed and responsible citizens.

2. Develop leadership skills:

· Decision-making
· Problem-solving
· Creative thinking
· Communications
3. Strengthen character.

4. Promote an understanding of the basic elements and requirements for national security.

5. Help form habits of self-discipline, responsibility, and sociability.

6. Develop respect for, and an understanding of the need for constituted authority in a democratic society.

Quizzes:  Tests will generally be objective; there may be some short answer and short essay type questions. Tests will count for 20% of your grade. Tests or quizzes that are missed due to an absence can be made up.

Semester Final Test:  The Semester Final covers the basic components and knowledge in NJROTC, and will be given at the end of each semester and count for 10% of your grade.

Assignments:  Assignments will be given during the course of NJROTC instruction and will count as 5% of your grade. Assignments turned in late will be reduced by 5 points per day until an assignment is submitted to an instructor.
Leadership:  Each cadet will be evaluated on followership and leadership abilities. Cadets will be evaluated daily on their effort within the NJROTC classroom. Leadership will count as 15% of your grade. 

Community & Unit Service in JROTC:  Each cadet will be expected to devote 6-10 hours to NJROTC Community & Unit Service projects and activities. A cadet earns 10 points for every hour of service and will count as 20% of your grade. Some examples of these are Senior Citizen activities, Color Guard details, Toys for Tots, Food Bank, Humane Society, Teen Court, McTakeover, Harvest Carnival, and other authorized activities as approved by the Senior Naval Science Instructor.  To ensure credit, get approval prior to performing a community service. 

Uniform Inspections:  Cadets are required to wear the designated uniform once a week, all day, during the designated school day (Wednesday). Uniform inspections account for 15% of your grade and cannot be made up. However, up to three zeros can be dropped for the final semester grade based on absences during that semester. 

Physical Training (PT) Participation:
 Cadets are required to participate in the unit PT program scheduled twice per week (Mondays & Fridays) in order to meet the PE credit graduation requirement. PT participation includes suiting up for physical training (wearing Navy PT clothing) and participating in the physical fitness event for each PT day (cadets will accumulate 5 points per PT session toward 100 points for the grading period). Up to three zeros can be dropped for the final semester grade based on absences during that semester. Physical training accounts for 15% of your grade.

Grades/Grade Point Average (GPA):  Your current school GPA will have an impact on whether you go on local field trips or attend competitions. You must maintain an overall “C” average in your classes in order to participate and you cannot attend a field trip or competition with any “Fs” in a class.
Promotion Considerations: Promotions are considered at the end of every semester. Promotion requirements posted in the classroom and on the NJROTC website. Needless to say, all aspects of behavior and performance will be taken into account when determining cadet promotions.
Uniforms:

· Uniform items are issued at no cost to the Cadet  (Cadets provide their own white T-shirt and black socks)

· When uniform items are returned to the NJROTC Unit, they must be professionally dry-cleaned. Please keep the receipt and plastic cover on the uniforms when returning to unit. 

· Parents/Guardians are ultimately responsible for the cost of replacing uniforms that are lost or damaged through negligence.

Classroom Procedures:

· Class begins with the second bell. Be in your seat by the time the second bell rings.

· Be prepared! You are expected to review/complete any previous work/classroom assignments before class.

· Actively participate in the current lesson topic or activity for the day.

· Properly use your time provided during class, for work/study assignments for the next JROTC class period.

· Disruptive behavior will not be tolerated.

· Raise your hand if you have something to say. 

Prohibited Items During the JROTC Class and in the Classroom:

· Chewing gum
· Drinking (except water)
· Eating

· Cell Phones (unless otherwise directed by an instructor)

Classroom Policy and Expectations:


Your language, conduct and personal appearance will be a positive example to other cadets as well as to other students. This is not just for the JROTC class, it is expected of you during the entire school day.


Be aware of the school’s current attendance policy, this is your responsibility! It will be reviewed with you once, during class. Be aware of the current published school rules (especially dress code), this also is your responsibility!


Backpacks and cell phones will be stored in the rear of the classroom during class.  NJROTC Notebook and writing materials will be brought to your desk. Cell phones will remain in your backpack unless directed otherwise by an instructor.


The first cadet to see an instructor, guest instructor, teacher, or school official enter the classroom will give the command "ATTENTION ON DECK". All students will stand at attention until told to be seated by this person. When addressing these people, cadets will respond, "yes, sir", "yes, ma'am", "no, sir", "no, ma'am", as appropriate. Cadets will not command “ATTENTION ON DECK” after the SNSI/NSI have begun instruction in the classroom.

Discipline for minor infractions of classroom rules and policies may result in Push Ups (or other physical training activity) and/or counseling. Discipline for major infractions may result in grade reduction, reduction in rank, and/or removal from the NJROTC Program.
